Beginner’s Third Training Section

This is the final section for the Beginners training. Once you have read through this section, you will have completed Beginners training, and I (the Training Officer) will recommend your promotion to the rank of Caporal, and your activation into one of the Escadrilles. This section focuses mainly on the conduct of pilots in flight.

Flying: NO

Difficulty- Beginner

Lessons-

1. Flight Leaders- At the present time, you probably wont need to worry about being a flight leader during a mission. But however you will be put under the command of a higher-ranking Flight Leader during future missions. You must always obey your flight leader.

2. Wait for orders- when you first enter a server, don’t rush everything to immediately takeoff for the mission. This puts a strain on your flight leader. First you should wait on the ground until everyone in your flight has entered. Then wait to see if your flight leader has any final words to give you before takeoff. Then after your flight leader either gives you permission to takeoff, or the flight leader himself takes off, then you may follow him. That is just one of many examples of where you need to wait for orders from your flight leader. Just do what he has told when, and don’t worry, chances are he is not going to forget to tell you anything when he is briefing you. If you keep on asking him what to do before he gets to it, which will make the briefings last longer. I’m not giving this advice out just to be strict or anything, but I have been there before as a flight leader, and it sure is hard to get things done when all your pilots are rushing you.

3. Keep an eye on your fellow pilots- when in a flight, and you enter combat, once in awhile when you aren’t busy take a peak at what your other flight members are up too. They could be in trouble and may need help. And trust me, its a lot most satisfying to get a kill and save a friendly at the same time then it is to just kill an enemy.

4. Keep a look out- when patrolling, try to use your viewing keys often to see if they lock onto an enemy plane. It really sucks to get a surprise attack on you.

5. No Lone Wolfing- If you are assigned to a flight, STAY WITH THAT FLIGHT. You should try as hard as possible to keep near your flight. There are some exceptions of course, but you should try as hard as possible to stay near your flight.

6. When in contact with enemy, wait for orders again- Just because you see enemy planes below, doesn’t mean you should immediately charge them. First you should see what your flight leader does, he should probably order you whether to attack them, or to just fly past them. But however there are times when a leader is too busy to issue orders, if that happens, just keep an eye on your leader, and follow him. Then if he engages the enemy, go ahead and take that as a sign to engage. But also keep a look out for orders from him, he may order you to keep away from the battle, of maybe he might have you cover his tail.

7. When you get shot down…- If you get shot down, and you respawn, make sure you know if you are allowed to take off again alone. And if your flight leader didn’t brief you on what to do during a circumstance like that, then try asking him while you are still on the ground.

8. Communicate- Make sure you watch your chat. Keep a look out for orders. And make sure that if your chat is important (such as a position report), that you turn on one of the private chat settings. And if you happen to get caught in a lone wolf (although you are supposed to try and avoid it, it still happens) keep a look out for enemy reports. Somebody may report the position of some enemy planes, and if you are near it you might be able to help.

9. Chose your engagements wisely- Lets say you happen to be the last member of your flight left during a big battle. And there are several enemy planes left looking for a flight, be smart and get out of there. Although you do have a new life button, it messes up the flight if you keep on respawning and lone wolfing all the time.

10. Remember what happened during the flight- during certain missions, you might need to provide a mission report. So just a tip, maybe write down stuff you see during the flight that you think might be important in a report.

And now you have completed section 3, and you have completed Beginner training. Congratulations! I will now recommend your promotion to Caporal, and your activation in an Escadrille as soon as I can.
